e Lunchbox — if having packed lunch

e Healthy fruit snack for break time as school will not be able to provide this

How will | communicate with school / get a message to a teacher?

e The School Office will be manned, but we respectfully ask that you limit phone calls to emergency
information and enquiries only. Please use the School Office email address for contact and communication
as we will not be able to have the normal drop-off/pick-up ‘chats’.

e We are all very sad not to be able to have any conversations with parents at the beginning or end of the
day but look forward to receiving any messages either on the VLE or via email to the School Office.

In order to ensure the safety of the rest of the school community, it is vital that any parents choosing to send
their child to school respect all Government guidance and are not mixing with others outside of their household
beyond the current regulations. If school has evidence that this is not the case, we reserve the right to not
provide places for those children
